Our Chapter of NCMA offers scholarships to encourage students and institutions to promote interest and concentrations in the procurement/contract management field.  We expect to award three scholarships for the Fall Semester of 2010:  (1) a $1,000 scholarship for an entering college freshman, (2) a $2,000 scholarship for a current college student, and (3) a third scholarship of $500 to be awarded in either category. GUIDELINES FOR NCMA SCHOLARSHIP


EAST TENNESSEE CHAPTER

I. The East Tennessee Chapter of the National Contract Management Association (NCMA) will award $3,500 in scholarships to assist college students in the pursuit of a major or minor field of study in business.   To be considered for these scholarships, applicants must meet the following criteria:

1. Must be a student in good standing. 



2.
The student must pursue a college curriculum in the State of Tennessee with business as a major or minor.  

3.
Qualification is determined by such factors as academic record (Grade Point Average on a 4.0 scale), potential performance, need for assistance, and interest in pursuing a career in contract/procurement management.

4.
Students employed and eligible for reimbursement by their employers are ineligible for the Chapter's NCMA scholarship award.

II.
Each candidate must submit the following:

1. Completed application form.



2
A letter or essay presenting the student's views relevant to procurement/acquisition as a major factor in business and how this appeals to the interest of the candidate; your understanding of the professional applications of contract management and a genuine desire to advance in the profession of contract management; and address the applicant’s financial need for scholarship.

3. Two letters of recommendation from current instructors and/or advisors.

4.
Copy of transcripts from each school attended as applicable.

III.
The following describes the time line for receipt of applications, the selection process, and award of scholarships:


1.
Applications and enclosures are due to the address below on or before April 19, 2010. 



2.
The Scholarship Committee will complete their review using a point scoring rating of the applications and make recommendations to the Board of Directors.


3.
The Board of Directors, which has the final authority, will make final selection of the recipients.


4.
Notification will be provided to the selected candidates soon after the selection by the Board of Directors.

5.
The scholarship awards will be announced to the Chapter.  The awards are expected to be announced at the June 2, 2010, luncheon.  Formal presentations may be made pending students’ availability.
